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ABSTRACT

Nihongo Nouryoku Shiken N3 is a language competency that must be
achieved by Japanese Language Education Department student’s at Universitas
Muhammadiyah Yogyakarta. But based on the facts, there are still many students
who have not yet passed the Nihongo Nouryoku Shiken N3. Therefore, researcher
are interested to know whether there is correlation between motivation and study
habits with the Nihongo Nouryoku Shiken N3 results in IV level students of
Japanese Language Education Department at Universitas Muhammadiyah
Yogyakarta in Academic Year 2018-2019. This research uses a quantitative
method with a correlation approach. The research variables are motivation (X1),
study habits (X2), and Nihongo Nouryoku Shiken N3 results (Y). Samples are 20
IV level students who are determined by non-probability sampling techniques.
Data were collected using questionnaires and documents. Questionnaire to
determine student’s motivation and study habits and documents to find out the
student’s Nihongo Nouryoku Shiken N3 results. The final results of calculation of
multiple correlation analysis, concluded Ha was rejected. It can be interpreted that
there is no correlation between motivation (X1) and study habits (X2) with
Nihongo Nouryoku Shiken N3 (Y) in IV level students of Japanese Language
Education Department at Universitas muhammadiyah Yogyakarta in Academic
Year 2018-2019. The Fcount is 0.543 < Ftable 3.59 and the sig F Change value is
0.591> 0.05.
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
